Giving is one of many ways to nurture blessings.  The act of giving can bring happiness, health, and peace to others, as well as make people feel secure.  This is how we nurture blessings.

In terms of the Buddhist teachings, there are three types of giving: giving material help, giving the Dharma, and giving protection from fear.

Giving material help includes providing manpower, physical strength, wisdom, and various resources.  Giving the Dharma is applying Buddhist teachings and methods of practice to guide people to leave suffering behind and attain health and happiness.  Giving protection from fear is not necessarily about protecting others by using force; it is meant to bring safety and security to the general public in society, so that no one will live in fear.  Therefore, building a pure land on earth where people can live without fear also constitutes giving protection from fear.

Even with blessings coming to us, we still need to keep on nurturing blessings.  The best way to nurture blessings is to practice giving, so that our blessings will continue without end.

Buddhadharma emphasizes the power of our vows as well as the force of karma.  If in our practice we are guided by our vows, even though obstacles from our past karma might prevent us from attaining liberation in this lifetime, we would at least not stray from the Three Jewels.  If we cannot attain enlightenment in this life, we will still be able to continue diligently practicing the three learnings of precepts, samadhi, and wisdom in the next life, guided by the power of our vows.  This is because the merits of upholding the precepts, together with the deeds of samadhi and wisdom, will lead us to be reborn in a heavenly place or in the Pure Land, or even attain enlightenment.  At the very least, we would be reborn into the human world to continue studying and practicing the Dharma.  Therefore, Chan practitioners should not be concerned about the direction they may go after death.
However, there are practitioners who lack confidence and doubt the strength of their vow and the depth of their cultivation.  For these practitioners, it’s better to rely on Amitabha Buddha’s vow and seek rebirth in the Western Pure Land.  In the meantime, they can use the merits accrued from all aspects of their practices, including Chan meditation, to increase the provision for rebirth in the Pure Land; this would be the most reliable way.

A relationship that benefits both parties is “beneficial karmic affinity.”    36    When one cultivates many beneficial and pure relationships, it is called “cultivating beneficial karmic affinity extensively.”
Building extensive beneficial karmic affinity should be based on sound principles, and be within one’s means.    37    They would be able to reach near and far, no matter how small the help is.  But if one has limited capability, then they should select and focus on those that urgently need guidance and support.
For example, priority should go to those we know and are close to, with whom we have deep relationships.    38    Otherwise, it would be impractical to extensively build karmic affinity without knowing one’s capacity and limit.

Buddhists do not worship the Buddha as a deity, nor do they regard him as the one and only Buddha, or as the creator-god who can free human beings from all their sins.  Rather, the Buddha is a teacher who can help students change their nature, acquire knowledge, and cultivate their bodies and minds.  He cannot, however, learn for the students or take entrance examinations for them.

For these reasons, we can see that faith in Buddhism is purely rational and ethical.  Buddhists' worship of the Buddha is much like the filial respect that children give their parents.  It is motivated by a desire to repay kindness.  An orthodox Buddhist would certainly not worship the Buddha in order to seek success or avoid misfortune.  If the person who prays has fixed karma that ripens, even if he or she prays, the Buddha can do nothing to help.  If one can practice in accordance with the Buddha’s teachings—for example, developing the perfections of giving, keeping precepts, patience, diligence, concentration, and wisdom—then one's karmic energy from previous lives can be changed.  Heavy negative karma might result in only light karmic retribution, and light negative karma may be dissolved entirely.
